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         PBST Core Values Project 2024-25
The PBST Core Values Project is an innovative and exciting project created by PBST to safeguard, nurture and promote the Presentation ethos in PBST schools and to provide a route for teachers to enhance their professional development. This programme will afford participants the opportunity to champion core Presentation values in their school. The teachers who participate in this project will be supported and challenged to lead an initiative in their school that puts the focus on our Presentation values and on their relevance for staff and students today. The teachers involved will have an opportunity to create relationships with teachers in other schools, build their capacity to lead an initiative effectively, and work with the project facilitator to develop themselves both personally and professionally. 

The project is rooted in the PBST Charter and in the Department of Education’s Looking at our Schools (LAOS) document, both of which scaffold participants’ progress. The project will be facilitated by Marie Sheehan. Marie is a trained individual and team coach who is accredited with the European Mentoring and Coaching Council and has worked for many years as a senior school leader in a Catholic school.
Project participants will be invited to lead a small-scale, student-based (or staff-based) initiative focusing on a Presentation Charter value. It is not intended that this project would be overly time-consuming for the participant. For this initial year of the programme, there will be just one place allotted to each school. Applications are invited from both primary and second-level teachers and, in the case of second-level schools, from teachers of all subjects. There will be no charge to participants.
It is envisaged that project participants will be released from school for one day early in the school year and for two half days as the project progresses. They will also attend a small number of online sessions where there will be an opportunity to share ideas and to report on progress. In this way, a supportive network will be established among participants in the various PBST schools. A project presentation event will be organised on completion of the programme. Projects may explore any aspect of core values as outlined in the PBST Charter:
· A genuine and tangible spirit of respect and caring for each member of the school community; 

· A comprehensive and holistic education; 

· A vibrant experience of community and partnership; 

· A deep commitment to gospel values as lived in the Edmund Rice tradition.
