THE MAIN OBJECTIVE OF THIS PROJECT WAS TO PROVIDE INSIGHTS INTO HOW DIFFERENT EDUCATIONAL SYSTEMS WORK IN ASSIMILATING MIGRANT CHILDREN, THUS ENCOURAGING TEACHERS TO ADOPT A MORE OPEN APPROACH WHEN PROMOTING INCLUSION AND DIVERSITY.
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THE PARTICIPANTS ATTENDED A STRUCTURED LEARNING PROGRAMME WHERE THEY WERE GIVEN AN OVERVIEW OF THE EDUCATION SYSTEM IN MALTA AND OF THE CURRICULUM TAUGHT IN THE LOCAL SCHOOLS. THEY WERE ALSO PRESENTED WITH THE MAIN PRINCIPLES OF THE CONTENT LANGUAGE INTEGRATED LEARNING TECHNIQUE AND SHOWN WHY ACTIVATING CONTENT AND LANGUAGE IS IMPORTANT.


ANOTHER AIM WAS TO INCREASE KNOWLEDGE OF PRACTICAL STRATEGIES TO PROMOTE INCLUSION IN THE CLASSROOM. THIS ENCOURAGES THE TEACHERS TO DESIGN A MORE MIGRANT-FRIENDLY CURRICULUM AND HELP FOSTER AN INCLUSIVE ENVIRONMENT.
